Creative writing

(The video shows the process of writing, from page to stage as young people work on a script for a drama performance)

Teacher 1:  (talking to two students who are writing)  You are both almost at the exact same bit

Student 1:  I’m just kind of trying to even it up a bit.  You could put eh, (pauses) jump, jump, eh, climb the fence in ten seconds flat.

(Film cuts to theatre performance with performers acting out what has just been written)

Narrator:  He jumps the fence in ten seconds flat

(Performer acts out narration)

(Film cuts back to students writing)

Teacher 1:  That he knows, no, Smiler is explaining that he knows Cammy is going to get slashed but the bouncer is not having it because the bouncer is sure that nobody would get in.

Student 2:  He thinks he is that hard that nobody would get by him

Student 1:  He might get slashed and the bouncer says something like, ‘nobody gets into this club with a knife’ and then you could say something like, ‘well maybe he’s got a stash somewhere’

(Film cuts to theatre performance with performers acting out what has just been written)

Actor 1:  My brother is going to get slashed!

Actor 2:  No one gets in with a knife, don’t be daft.

Actor 1:  He might have had a stash and a back hand of cash

Actor 2:  (grabs Actor 1) Don’t get wide! You saying I’m pride…………….

(Film fades)
