Show footage

(Looking for other ways to bring your performance to life?  Watch examples of how projected footage can add to a piece in these video clips showing performances)

(Video is projected onto a large outdoor screen)

Alex McLeish, Former Scotland Manager:  That’s right, yours truly, I hope you don’t mind me boasting about that but I’m pretty proud to say I come from Barrhead and I’m never without this family heirloom (picks up scarf) from the old Arthurlie Football Club

(Film cuts to another performance with performers moving in front of a large screen showing the background for the show)

Voice Over:  She is tall and erect and blue flannel jackets with yellow petticoats,

A white cap drawn over her hair tied down with a lilac kerchief, knotted under the chin

(Film cuts to another performance with couples dancing in front of a screen which shows other people dancing)

Voice Over:  On the last evening of my stay, I was sitting at a table near the dance floor and the main attraction was the display of Argentine Tango, there were all ages and shapes and sizes of dancer but one couple particularly caught my eye because he was short and fat and she was tall and very voluptuous.

(Film cuts to another performance with performers in front of a big screen)

Performer 1:  She’s in his ambulance and they’re hurtling towards Queen Margaret through Halbeath Road, her mother’s with her shouting

Performer 2:  Breathe!  Breathe!

All Performers:  I’m breathing,

Performer 1:  She screams again

All Performers:  I want to push

Performer 1:  Don’t you dare, he shouts

(Film cuts to two people in a room)

Female:  It was so cold that Carrie and I went and got in the car and we decided to wait, so he shows up after a few minutes and he lets us in and we were looking around the shop……

(Film pulls back to show these people on a bog screen being watch by an audience)

Female:  ……and he heard our accents and he said, so are you hear looking for your Scottish roots?  I said, well I know I have Scottish roots, that’s why I’m here.  He said, what’s your surname?  And I said, it’s Cash and he said “oh my”, and he went upstairs and he brought down these photographs of him and my father.  And I started to cry like a baby standing in the shop, started to cry talking about it.

(Film cuts to another performance which has a young person standing in front of a big screen with the words from the screen projected on to him as they move up the screen)

Voice of Author:  This was so much a collaboration, so, although in the end one of the pieces that I wrote got projected on the wall of the installation, I was kind of shocked and very chuffed to see it there, but it wasn’t really mine anymore and it wasn’t only mine anyway because it was something that had come out of all this conversation that we’d been having
