Simon Sharkey, Artistic Director:  The ways that we’ve collected the stories have been really entertaining, like as you can see the telephone boxes behind me, we rang the telephones and passers-by would answer and we’d ask them a series of questions that prompted some of these stories.

Telephone Operator:  When did you last cry?

Lady 2:  Em, oh, that’s a difficult one

(Film cuts to another lady in the telephone box)

Lady 3:  Two weeks ago because I was remembering my Grandmother

(Film cuts to show another lady in the telephone box

On Screen:  ‘June 2010, Kingsgate Shopping Centre, Dunfermline)

Telephone Operator:  If there was one telephone call you should have made, what would it be?

Lady 4:  It would probably be to one of my friends who died, basically, I should have said, take care of yourself and that because I never really did and I’ve always regretted it since.

(Film cuts to show another lady in the telephone box)

Telephone Operator:  Do you believe in anything?

Lady 5:  Yeah, I believe in first love

(Film cuts to show another lady in the telephone box

On Screen:  ‘July 2010, Big Tent Festival, Falkland)

Telephone Operator:  Thank you for being part of ’99,100’.  Goodbye

Lady 6:  Ok, bye bye
