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Biography

Nicola Morgan was born and educated in a boys’ boarding school and was taught by her parents. She then went to a girls’ boarding school, where no one was at all impressed by the tree-climbing and weapon-making skills she had acquired. She went to Cambridge University and studied Classics and Philosophy, before becoming a teacher, later specialising in teaching children with dyslexia; having taught for 16 years she founded Magic Readers, followed by the The Child Literacy Centre, which she still runs. Nicola has had more than 80 books published, many of which have been UK best-sellers. She is best known for writing for older children and teenagers, and has won two Scottish Arts Council Awards for her teenage fiction, including The Scottish Children’s Book of the Year for Sleepwalking. She also has a long-standing fascination with the human brain and Blame My Brain was short-listed for the prestigious Aventis Prize. Nicola is also Chair of the Society of Authors in Scotland, speaks at festivals, conferences and in schools, and writes for the Guardian, The Scotsman and TES. She lives in Edinburgh with her husband, two daughters and spoilt Labrador.
