World of Work – Lighting the Set

(The skills learned as a result of taking part in a Transform project are transferable throughout many different career areas.  Participants will also learn specialist skills.  In this video, young people talk about their experiences of being part of a technical team)

Young Person 1:  We’re the technical department where we build light, well we make lights and sound work and connect wires around the building for the performance.

Professional 1:  They’ve also been around for the whole time helping me set the lights up, helping us with various bits and pieces and then they’re carrying on to operate the shows.  So we have four different students per show who are actually pressing the buttons, which yeah, they’ve been great, they’ve really enjoyed that.

(Film shows professional explaining to young people what has to be done and shows students carrying out the duties required.

Young Person 2:  There is an installation I can get put in so we just got told to light it in like our own ideas so this is all our ideas sort of put together.

(Film shows students working together to make this happen)

Interviewer:  Quite a lot to learn isn’t it?, because it’s really…………..

Young Person 3:  (interrupts) It is yeah because you’ve got to know cues etc, we’ve got to know exactly when to cue the lights etc

Young Person 1:  And if we don’t and we muck up, it’s just going to make the end, the National Theatre of Scotland reputation………

(Film fades and shows the finished lighting in action and visitors walking through the exhibition)

Young Person 3:  It’s going to be a lifetime experience, yes

Young Person 1:  I didn’t think it was this big inside and what they’ve done to it is just magnificent.
