Installation

(Video shows young people talking about their experience of creating an art installation)

Student 1:  We were looking at Gillian Wearing’s work, like just signs with random words on them.  Just asking people how they were feeling and stuff and just write it down so we done the same thing.

Student 2:  We went down to Tesco and we stuck all the stickers outside on the window, it says, ask yourself one question.  Everyone outside was paying attention to it, looking over and asking questions and that.

Student 1:  We got a big reaction.  Everyone was stopping, just randoms, stopping and asking us what was happening.  Some people even thought it was a protest (laughs) but we said no, it’s art we’re doing, we’re doing hundreds of ideas for production.  It’s like, green containers, they’re about twenty feet, they’ve all got white text on them.  We got the text on them just with, like, transferrables, you’ve got to stick them on and rub them all in and peel it off, it was really hard cause of all the wind.  The wind and the rain started and all the stickers were all blowing away and on the front of them it says, ‘look at me now’ in really big text and on the side of them it’s got everybody that was involved, all their names and we decided on Coronation Park because anybody that comes into Port Glasgow has really got to go by there so everybody is going to see it.
