Although it has, it really does, it has a structure, it has very strong artistic structure or several actually, but because it’s that out of time, because you can take your own time and exploring it and you can go back again and again, and I did, I needed to go several times and absorb it in different ways and it has so many different elements and such richness to it, it’s not constrained the way any piece of theatre is by the moment that you walk in the door and the moment that you walk out the door and the space that you have to work  in.  So, there’s something very inclusive about it and it allows you to, allows your imagination to wander down all the by-ways rather than having to stay in the space, if you know what I mean, and I loved that, I loved the different, all the different art forms and all the layers and things coming together, I thought it was terrific.  It’s not one person’s work, there isn’t a single ownership of it and the ownership isn’t only in the end of the, oh I don’t know what were we, were we 6, 8,9 of us that stayed to the end carrying on putting things in, it’s also the ones that were there right at the beginning and never did carry on because they were an inspiration too, or bits of their words or bits of their ideas are in there as well.
