	Speyside High School – BGE Global Goals course (updated Aug 2024)
A cross-curricular learning experience that builds global citizenship, develops skills, and embeds Learning for Sustainability into the BGE curriculum. 

	Aim:
· To engage all S1 & S2 pupils with UN SDGS and to highlight the intersectionality between and within the Goals
· To create a vehicle for Skills & ROA delivery,
· To embed entitlement to Learning for Sustainability content and methodologies
	Logistics: 
· 2 periods per week across S1, and a double period in S2
· Pupils attend in their practical groupings,
· Classes rotate around the teaching staff (in 2024-25 our S1 are in 4 sets, our S2 are in 5 sets)


	Suggested Planning:
· Each teacher delivering the course, develops a single block of lessons, which is then repeated across the year (some staff may choose to vary their activities, as appropriate).
· Planning sheets are issued and discussed in June (prior to the new cohort of S1 in August).  
· The planning focuses on coverage of SDGs and use of SDS MetaSkills 
· Previously, we attempted to incorporate literacy & numeracy outcomes, with mixed success.

	Delivery in Week 1: Introductory Session 
· The whole year group come together in a central space,
· A short presentation about the UN Sustainable Development Goals
· We use LfS methodologies to encourage thinking and global citizenship,
· We close the session with a self-reflection on whose pen-colour appears most on the sheets.  Did everyone “get their voices on the table?”


	Rotation 1: 
· Each teacher delivers their own materials for the set length of time (approximate 6 weeks)
· Pupils use the Global Goals booklet to reflect on their learning, taking a head, hand, heart approach
· Pupils then move on to the next block.


	Rotation 2 onwards:
· Pupils rotate through the different learning experiences.
· From experience, it is beneficial to alternate between more practical themes & more classroom-based themes,
· If time allows, passport sessions can be created between each new rotation,
· Consider “slippage time” around holidays – ie avoid changing rotations immediately prior to holidays etc


	Addition Learning Opportunities:
· Previously, we have embedding a Day of Nature Connection into the Global Goals course.  This will involve all S1 pupils having a day at the Glenlivet Estate, with a sessions on Woodland Wellbeing (drawing on Forest Schools methodologies) and practical conservation (with the CES Ranger).  
· In S2 Global Goals, we are exploring the possibility of re-establishing our Day of Action – a day of student volunteering in a range of local community groups.


	Plenary Sessions / IDL:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In Term 4, S1 will ensure their Global Goals passports are completed (available from the Scotdec website).  At change of timetable in late May, the cohort will undertake Big Questions – IDL projects focused around the Global Goals.
· In Term 4, S2 will undertake a second Big Questions IDL focus, as a final plenary to their Global Goals learning, prior to moving into S3.
