Be inclusive

(Transform is for and group of participants regardless of ability or background.  The video shows a teacher talking about how sign language added to the experience)

Teacher 1:  It’s raised such a profile, a high profile for deaf awareness in the school and the community.

(Video fades to show it has moved to a later part of the film)

Teacher 2:  Every game that we play, it’s never, we can’t do that because we’ve got deaf people, you always have to adapt everything, that nothing’s impossible.

(Video fades to show it has moved to a later part of the film)

Teacher 2:  But we ended up with about fifty five people

Teacher 1:  What a memory you had for the sign game

Teacher 2:  Everybody had to sign their sign name, remember each other’s and use signs and visuals as well as vocals and noises to get each others’ attention.  But by the end of it, everybody, didn’t matter who you were, everybody – teachers, pupils, deaf groups, hearing groups, drama, visual arts – everything, everybody was working together and routing for each other as a team…….

(Video fades to show it has moved to a later part of the film)

Teacher 1:  Somebody came out and said, which of these children were actually deaf and which were hearing because by the end of the performance, nobody knew.  Self-esteem has rocketed, it’s just fabulous.
