Costume

(This video shows clips from three performances by the National Theatre of Scotland – a dance routine, a stand-up comedy act, and a song and dance performance.  It shows how costume is integral to the show experience)

(On Screen:  A man opens a garage door on a house and inside there are women dancing on grass wearing white dresses and leggings. Some time into the routine, the women fall to the ground and a man appears dressed in a military-style coat.  He picks up one of the woman, looks at her then walks to the front of the garage and pulls the door closed.)

(Film cuts to the next performance)
