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This advice and guidance has been produced for teachers and other staff who provide learning, teaching and support as learners work towards developing their language skills from Early to First level. These materials form part of a suite of resources, designed to assist teachers and others with the delivery of programmes of learning within Scotland’s languages policy. 

These support materials, which are neither prescriptive nor exhaustive, provide suggestions on approaches to teaching and learning which will promote development of the necessary knowledge, skills and understanding to progress from Early to First level across the four skills of listening, talking, reading and writing. This weekly planner exemplifies how the learning may progress steadily by embedding the language day to day and taking opportunities for discrete inputs within a framework, which links to the experiences, outcomes and benchmarks. The contexts within the planner reflect the typical input learners can access at this early stage of their language learning and teachers and practitioners are encouraged to draw on these, together with existing materials, to develop their own programmes of learning which are appropriate to the needs of the learners in their own setting.

	Using a puppet or similar prop, introduce a character, who only speaks the target language (TL). Build on knowledge of any other languages within the class. Introduce ‘hello’ and ‘goodbye’, ‘my name is....’ Ask children to come up individually and have a go at introducing themselves to the puppet.

Make this part of the daily routine as children register in class.

Link gestures to engage language memory. Makaton or British Sign Language (BSL) signs could be used as a support for some or all learners. 

Learners can use finger puppets to talk to one another around the class. (These could be made simply in class using the TL by the teacher.) Introduce a greetings song to allow all learners to join in, as they feel confident.

Focus on understanding simple classroom instructions using non-verbal cues. Play a game such as Simon Says to reinforce.

Use rhymes and songs to allow learners to explore the sounds of the new language.

Use actions with songs and rhymes to activate language memory.

Teacher using classroom phrases regularly in lessons for routine tasks, for example come to my desk, put up your hand, sit down, listen, repeat etc.

	Introduce feelings
	Using the puppet as a stimulus, introduce language around feelings: ‘How are you?’ ‘I’m fine thank you.’ I’m ok’; ‘I’m not ok.’

 Use the puppet and gestures to allow learners to share their feelings. Again, link the gestures to engage language memory. Encourage learners to repeat the phrases if they can and others can reply with gestures until they feel confident. Learners can then use their finger puppets to have a short conversation with a partner. Make use of environmental print and flashcards with emojis to support learning. Pupils can play games such as ‘corners’ or ‘go fetch’ to show understanding of the spoken word. Learners could do a walk about/ talk about activity, moving around the room to music and when it stops introduce themselves.

	Introduce numbers 1-5
	As learners become more confident in their numbers in English, link this to counting in the TL. Learners can link the numbers in both languages. Using the puppet, get the children to guess his/her age. Use flashcards/ environmental print or the Interactive Whiteboard (IWB) to show the number. Learners can then say their own age or indicate by gesture/ count on number blocks, fingers etc. Leaners could also play ‘show me’ using mini whiteboards or fingers.
