Pupil 1:  So why do you think they’re good homework tasks?

Pupil 2:  Because I just enjoy them a lot

Pupil 1:  You enjoy them; you think they’re important yes?  Max?

Pupil 3:  I agree with Ryan because Maths and English are the two main things you’re going to need in life, because English, if you can’t count you can’t do most jobs and if you can’t read you can’t do most jobs either

Pupil 1:  So you think Maths and English, we should get Maths and English homework?

Pupil 3:  Yes, ok Nathan?

Pupil 4:  Maths

Pupil 1:  Maths as well?  Robbie?

Pupil 5:  I agree with Ryan saying that you should get English and Maths every week but I think every so often you should get like an active task which requires you to go outside and do something

Pupil 1:  Yes, that’s a good idea because you would want to, you don’t just want to be stuck in the house when you do homework, it would be quite nice to go outside and maybe your homework is to find some leaves, maybe something like that, that would be good, wouldn’t it?  Gregor?

Pupil 6:  I agree with Colin

Pupil 1:  Yes, the spelling and art, some good things and some important things.  Yvonne?

Pupil 7:  I wouldn’t say I agree with Ryan and Robbie because last year when I was in Primary Five we usually got spelling every week but when it was like really nice weather we were allowed to, like instead of writing it down in our book, we were allowed to like go outside and bounce on the trampoline whilst spelling your words

Pupil 1:  Well that’s a good idea then

Pupil 7:  We were still doing our homework but we were having fun doing it

Pupil 1:  Well that brings in both Ryan and Robbie’s, having fun doing Maths and spelling, that would be a good way to do it.
