Pupil 1: We’re going to have a Pupil Council meeting today and we’re going to be discussing whether we should have our Muga Pitch open to the community or not, so what do we think?

Pupil 2:  I don’t think it should be open to the community, like if someone vandalises it and the next day we come into school and we’re not allowed to play and it won’t be fair.

Pupil 1:  And then we’ve to pay to get it done again

Pupil 3:  So it’s the school’s property and then its getting vandalised by someone that doesn’t even go to this school

Pupil 4:  But not everybody would do that though so...

Pupil 5:  Yes, so you’re basically excluding everybody...

Pupil:  That would want to use it for football

Pupil 5:  And maybe some people just want, they want their, out of all, they’re with all their friends and they just want to play a game of football and you’re basically saying to them that you’re thinking that they will do that whereas you’re not giving them a chance to prove that they won’t

Pupil 2:  Yes but I don’t know if we should take that risk or not

Pupil 3:  Yes but there’s a few options isn’t there?  You could just keep it locked and just use it for the school, you could have it open for a certain time or you could let the community in to it

Pupil 4:  So is there anything else that we think, so is there any like good, like is there any reasons why we think it should be open to the community, what do you think, any reasons why it should be open?

Pupil 5:  Because say you want to just have a good time with your friends and play football, instead of playing it out in the street, because it might be a busy road where you live, you could come down to there and play football

Pupil 2:  It also keeps like the gangs of the street as well but like, if a family...

Pupil 4:  Yes but we don’t really want them in the Muga Pitch

Pupil 3:  Yes it keeps them off the street and into the Muga Pitch so they were vandalising the tunnel, they’re now vandalising the Muga Pitch

Pupil 4:  Maybe if there was a, maybe if there was someone watching it or something or something like that but...

Pupil 1:  I think we could get someone in

Pupil 4:  Yes, do you think it would be possible to open it all or..?

Pupil 1:  It’s a nice thought but..

Pupil 4:  It’s good to think of young kids playing in it and maybe even older kids that are responsible

Pupil 3:  You could have a club

Pupil 5:  Yes, you could have a club where

Pupil 3:  You could have a club where it’s just people

Pupil 5:  Like where it’s the local dads

Pupil 4:  Like certain ages on certain days

Pupil 5:  Yes where one of the local dads

Pupil 4:  Well not really a club, you could have it like just where you can go in for a certain age group at that time

Pupil 5:  Like one of the dads that’s, like their children go to the school, say on like a Saturday, they would go down and supervise where people would come in and play football and like they would be supervising it and it’s like they’re giving up their own time to help

Pupil 2:  But you don’t know if they would

Pupil 3:  You could have age groups like, and that solves the problem from P1 to P7, so that solves the problem from them getting hurt so we could like have different age group categories and that would be it solved I would say

Pupil 1:  So do you think we should open it or..

Pupil 5:  Yes, we should open it for like a club?

Pupil 3:  For certain ages

Pupil 2:  At certain times

Pupil 5:  Yes, so like certain times each week an age group will go

Pupil 4:  So we’ll open to the community then.
