A whole school approach to promoting children's involvement in leadership at Ochiltree Primary School
Headteacher: Developing leadership for all is at the heart of what we do and it gives everybody a greater opportunity to learn and to develop their own skills and talents. Within the school the children are given a variety of different opportunities to take part in committees, working groups, they come up with their own ideas about what they want to do to improve the school. The children volunteer to take a lead at assembly and to run the assembly. They also invite different groups out to discuss and to share with all the children what they’re actually doing. And the children who are our assembly helpers are very good at helping the other children who perhaps aren’t very confident at speaking and they will then give them the lead and encourage them and support them. It’s all about sharing the children’s talents, it’s all about encouraging them and giving them the confidence and that’s so important. 

Teacher: I think the swimming club is great for the promotion of health and wellbeing within the school because it adds to our general PE time for the pupils and also it helps the children to build up confidence in themselves and build up their self-esteem. 

Headteacher: We have the children acting as pool buddies, water buddies, and this again echoes what we do within the school because our older children are buddies for our younger children out in the playground so the children have this sense of leadership and responsibility so that they’re passing their skills and their confidence and encouragement onto the younger children.
